Abstracts submitted for oral presentations can only be submitted electronically through the symposium
web-site. The abstracts will be evaluated by the Scientific Committee and will be selected for oral
communication on the basis of the quality of the science and the potential level of interest to
participants.

Authors submitting contributions will therefore primarily be focussing on
reporting experimental work rather than reviews.  Authors must indicate in their abstracts the nature
of results they propose to present and indicate the novelty of their work. Those submitting oral
contributions must indicate the topic area of the session in which they wish to make a presentation
(see SCIENTIFIC PROGRAMME).

The Programme will allow for 15 min. for all submitted oral contributions.

The deadline for submissions is December 2006 which allows for evaluation of abstracts and the
Final Programme to be available in March 2007.
